


LANDSCAPING REQUIREMENTS

Installation of at least 25% living plant coverage is required at the time of post-inspection to receive approval for a rebate.

Plant lists are available through your locat water district or municipality and the Afliance for Water Awareness and Conservation (AWAC) www.hdawac.org website.
Remaining lawn areas and existing landscaping are not considered in the 25% plant coverage calculation.

Plants and lawn outside the converted area are not covered or considered in the rebate calculation even if they are adjacent or overhanging into the area.

Itis recommended that converted areas be covered by a minimum two (2) inch layer of permeable mulch and this may be a requirement in your area.

Mulches may include bark, rock, un-grouted stepping stones, and permeable artificial turf. Non-permeable materials like plastic film and concrete are not permitted in
the conversicn area.

IRRIGATION SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS

If & spray irigation system is currently being used, it must be converted to a low-volume drip system equipped with a pressure regulator, filter and emitters providing irrigation to
new plantings.

Each drip emitier must be rated at less than 20 gatlons per hour {gph).

Spray irrigation is not permitted in the landscape conversion area and must be capped off if not converted lo drip irrigation.

If part of a lawn is converted, the sprinkler system must be properly modified to provide adequate coverage io the remaining lawn without spraying the converted area.

REBATE TERMS

The terms of this agreement expira in SIX calendar months from the date the application is approved on the date of the pre-inspection. Extensions are not avaitable.
The final post-inspection is not countad against the six-month time limit once your water district or Mojave Water Agency has been notified that your project is
complete and that a post-inspection is neaded.

Only one application per site may be received under this agreement and only one rebate per site will be processed.

Mojave Water Agency and your water district reserve the right to refect or limit the number of applications being processed.

Applications will be accepted on a first-come, firsi-serve basis and only while funding is available or uniit the program is discontinued.

REBATE AMOUNT
The Mojave Water Agency Cash for Grass rebate is $0.50 per square foot for approved landscape conversions.
If additional rebate doliars are provided by your local water district, it will be added to your rebate check,
Cash for Grass rebate amounts:
$50.00 up to §3,000 per site - Single Family Residential
$50.00 up 1o $10,000 per site- Commercial, industrial and institutional
Rebate checks are issued to the property owner within 60 days after the post-inspection.

PRE-CONVERSION INSPECTION

Pre-inspactions of your existing landscape will be conducted by your focal water district or municipality. Applicants who receive water by weli or water hauler service will be
pre-inspected by Mojave Water Agency. Your application must be pre-approved during the enrctiment period and before removing any lawn to begin a conversion.

Photos of the existing lawn will be taken during the tandscape pre-inspection.

Your lncal water district requires that you, or an authorized person over the age of 18, be present during the pre-conversion inspection.

POST-CONVERSION INSPECTION

Once the landscape conversion project is finished, you are responsible for notifying Mojave Water Agency to schedule a post-inspection at 760-946-7055,

You, or an authorized person over the age of 18, are required to be on premise during the post-inspection.

The post-inspection will include taking photos of the converted landscape, obtaining converted landscape area measurements, irrigation system inspection, plant eligibifity review
for program compliance and rebate eligibitity verification.

If the converted landscape or irrigation system fails post-inspaction, you will be notified, provided explanation, & granted 30 (thirty} davs to complete the pest-inspection process.
No additional extensions are allowed.

CONVERSION SUSTAINABILITY REQUIREMENTS

The converted area musé remain in compliance with alt program conditions for a period of two (2) years.

If the landscaping is altered during this two (2) year period, you may be required to refund some or the entire rebate if this requirement is violated.
Landscape and plant maintenance, plant guality and appearance before, during, and after the conversion are the sole responsibility of the applicant.
This requirement is void upon property transfer of ownership.

OTHER APPLICANT RESPONSIBILITIES

Mojave Water Agency enforces only the conditions of this agreement. Partnering water districts may have additional requirements as codified in their respective districts,
The applicant is responsibie for complying with all faws, policies, codes and covenants that may or do apply.

Program rebates for $600 or more may be considered taxable income. Check with a tax professional for your specific tax filing requirements.
