
   Congratulations to Dick Stephan the 

September Bright Light of the Month. Dick is 

a volunteer Emergency Communication 

Services (ECS) Coordinator for Victorville.    

He’s the man who ensures emergency 

responders have lines of communication 

open to effectively respond to any 

emergency or disaster. 

   A longtime Victorville resident of over 30 

years, Dick volunteers numerous hours daily 

to ensure that the community is prepared in 

the event of a disaster by coordinating 

training and ensuring that the maintenance 

of ECS equipment is kept in top order.   

   Beyond his role as the ECS Coordinator, 

Dick also volunteers with the Victorville office 

of the California Highway Patrol where he 

handles off site storage and records 

database systems.  He also served his 

country for over 21 years in the military in 

the Air Force as a pilot, and was a member 

of the Civil Air Patrol. 

   What motivates Dick to volunteer?  He 

says it’s his way of paying society back for 

the Country’s investment in him.  As a 

community, we’d like to take a moment and 

say thank you to Dick who makes our 

community a special place to live. 
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    The California Department of Justice has released preliminary 
statistics to local communities prior to its upcoming published re-
port.  According to Victorville Police Captain Cliff Raynolds, 
violent crime is down in Victorville 5.7%  from the 
 period of January to June 2010 compared to the same period in 
2009. Additionally property crimes are down a total of 12 % and 
larceny/theft is down 12.1%. 
   Captain Raynolds said he is pleased with the reduction in crime 
rates, but also warned that crime statistics are fluid.  He said the 
Victorville Police Department will stay on track with current prac-
tices to continue to bring crime rates down. He credits his hard 
working staff and Victorville citizens who have been the eyes and 
ears in our community. 
   While crime statistics are broken down in general categories as 

listed above, in a number of specific categories Victorville experi-

enced some dramatic declines.  In homicides, Victorville citizens 

felt the impact of a 42.5% decrease, a 9.2% decrease in aggra-

vated assaults, and a decrease of 23.5% in motor vehicle thefts.  

Additionally in the area of larceny under $400, there was a 14.6% 

decline and 10.7% decline in burglaries.
