The City of Victorville in partnership with Burrtec Waste is excited to roll 
out our NEW Bulky Item Drop-off Program to serve all City residents.* 

      

Starting in April 2018, unwanted bulky items from City of Victorville residents of single family homes AND 
apartment, condo, and mobile homes are accepted for FREE disposal at the City of Victorville’s Recycling 
Drop-off Center at 15164 Anacapa Rd. in Victorville.  The Recycling Drop-off Center is open Monday 
through Friday from 8:00 am until 4:00 pm and Saturdays from 8:00 am until 12 noon. 

Appliances, furniture, beds, toilets, dressers, desks, upholstered couches and chairs are accepted in the 
Bulky Item Program.  NOT ACCEPTED :   hazardous waste, dirt and rock, construction or business materi- 
als, carpet and padding, concrete, asphalt, block , wood waste, garden trimmings, and other similar 
items.  No overweight items—pianos or pool tables.  

*NOTE You must provide proof of City of Victorville residency including a valid photo ID AND a current 
utility, cable or phone bill showing city of Victorville service location. NO commercial haulers.



 

 
 Tire Disposal for City of Victorville residents only.  (Proof of residency required.) 
 Maximum of 5 tires. 
 Car, light truck, and motorcycle  tires only.  No semi tires, ORV tires, or equipment tires. 
 Tires with rims - OK.   
 No tires from businesses or dealers.   

 
REQUIREMENTS:  
Bring your California ID Card or Drivers License with your current Victorville address.   
A current paystub, or bill, may also be used as proof of residence. 
 
Bring no more than five (5) tires.

Bring these items to drop off for FREE also!  (See other side of flier for more info.)
